Minister of Finance,

I have the honour to submit the Financial Report for the year 2014. As of 2014 the content of the
Financial Report is defined in the Financial Responsibility and Budget Systems Law of 2014
(L.20(1)/2014), according to which, the Financial Report includes execution of the Government
Budget and is different than the Financial Statements of the State. The Financial Statements of the
State, as of 2014, will consolidate the financial results of all organisations of the General
Government and will be submitted separately after being audited by the Auditor General.

The content of the Financial Report is defined in article 78 of the Law 20(1)/2014 and includes the
presentation of all revenue and expenditure that had been included in the State Budget in
comparison with the actual revenue and expenditure recognised in the same financial year, taking
into consideration the supplementary budgets and any transfers of appropriations. In addition to
the budget execution the Financial Report includes any other information defined by the
Accountant General of the Republic. According to article 78 of the Law 20(1)/2014 and article 81 of
the Constitution, the Financial Report is submitted to the House of Representatives within three
months after the end of the financial year.

2. The Financial Report consists of PART A — Budget Execution and Other Statements and
PART B — Detailed Statements of Budget Execution.

The Budget Execution is prepared in accordance with the cash basis of accounting and includes
various statements that present on an aggregate basis the execution of the budget in different
forms and levels of analysis (Chapters 1 and 2).

Additionally, in Chapter 3, arrears of revenue and outstanding liabilities, as well as investments
and subscriptions or membership to International Organisations by the Government, are analysed.

Chapter 4 includes statements for the Borrowings, the Treasury Bills, the Promissory Notes, the
Loans granted for Co-Financed projects, the Guarantees granted by the Government and the
Loans granted from Public Funds.

PART B — Detailed Statements of Budget Execution contains analytical tables showing the
results of Budget execution, together with the Supplementary Budget Appropriations approved
during the year.

3. The 2014 Budget provided for expenditure of €7.712 m.. Supplementary appropriations of
€1.240 m. were authorised during the year (Supplementary Budgets of €159 m. and Special
Warrants from Consolidated Fund, which do not require the submission of supplementary budgets,
€1.081 m.) and as a result, the total approved expenditure amounted to €8.952 m. (Statement
1.4). The Budget for the year 2014 was approved by the House of Representatives and published
on the Official Gazette of the Republic on 31 December 2013.

Indirect Taxes

The receipts of Indirect Taxes increased in relation to 2013 mainly due to the increase of the VAT
rate as of January 2014. The Value Added Tax (VAT) revenue represents the largest component of
Indirect Taxes (2014: €1.689 m., 2013: €1.628 m.).

Direct Taxes

The receipts of Direct Taxes increased slightly in relation to 2013 (2014: €2.216 m., 2013: €2.172
m.). The increase is mainly due to the special and permanent contributions imposed on the
employees of the wider public and private sector (2014: €393 m., 2013: €259 m.) which related to
the realization of provisions of the Memorandum of Understanding

Other Revenues

Other Revenues include, among others, Revenues from the Sales of Goods and Services €252 m.
(2013: €217 m.), Grants from the European Union €125 m. (2013: €156 m.), Income from the
Central Bank €181 m. (2013: €89 m.) and Royalties from Airport Operation €40 m. (2013: €31 m.).
Furthermore, during 2014, dividends of €56 m. were received from Public Corporate Bodies (2014:
CYTA €31 m. and Cyprus Ports Authority €25 m., 2013: €0). (IMivakeg 1.2 ka1 2.1)

It is noted that through the offsetting procedure, which was implemented in mid-2013, revenues of

Receipts relate mainly to proceeds
from loans received by the European Stability Mechanism and the International Monetary Fund as
part of the Financial Assistance Facility Agreement signed in 2013 with the European Stability
Mechanism.

Other matters

14. During the year 2014 Supplementary Budgets of €159 m. (€348 m. in 2013) were approved by
the House of Representatives and related mainly to the following:

() Infrastructure Works €65 m.,
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(b) Social Transfers €39 m. and
(c) Expenses related to Revenues €29 m..

Correspondingly, the Supplementary Appropriations from the Consolidated Fund, that do not
require the filing of supplementary budgets, amounted to €7.087 m. (€544 m. in 2013). These
appropriations related mainly to Repayments of Domestic Loans €989 m. and Repayments of
Foreign Loans €48 m. (Statement 1.4).

15. Arrears of Revenue increased from €1.977 m. as at 31.12.2013 to €2.024 m. at the end of
2014, that is an increase of 2%. A material portion of revenues in arrear is attributed to the
Departments of Tax €1.153 m. (€1.121 m. in 2013), Customs and Excise & VAT Service €436 m.
(€430 m. in 2013) and Water Development €190 m. (€184 m. in 2013) (for details see Statement
3.1).

16. Outstanding Liabilities as at 31.12.2014 amounted to €3,9 m. as compared to €9,5 m. as at
31.12.2013, that is a decrease of 59%. The decrease is mainly attributable to the Ministry of
Health (€3 m. decrease) (for details see Statement 3.2). In addition to the above, the outstanding
liabilities of the Government for VAT refunds as at 31 December 2014 amounted to €777 m. (31
December 2013: €109 m.) and the compensations due for land annexations amounted to €408 m.
(31 December 2013: €481 m.).

17. The total borrowings as at 31 December 2014 amounted to €26.448 m. as compared to
€26.273 m. as at 31 December 2013, out of which €72.892 m. are Foreign Loans (2013: €11.214
m.). The detailed statements are included in Chapter 4.

18. The total amount of Government Guarantees outstanding as at 31.12.2014 were €3.025 m. as
compared to €3.122 m. as at 31.12.2013, thus showing a decrease of 3% (for details see
Statement 4.5).

19. As at 31.12.2014 the outstanding balance of Loans granted by the Government was €858 m.
as compared to €808 m. as at 31.12.2013, resulting in an increase of 6% (for details see
Statement 4.6).

20. Statement 3.3 presents the Investments in shares and other titles and Statement 3.4 presents
the Subscriptions or Membership to International Organisations by the Government.
